ETHICAL AWARENESS (W4): Students will identify and analyze ethical issues in their own lives and as they pertain to questions that arise within their major.


           Outcomes: Ethical awareness is demonstrated by the student’s ability to

a) articulate the meaning and applicability of Wilson College’s Honor Principle;

The student recognizes that more than one perspective can be valid and draws on varied information in making judgments.

S/he reassesses her/his thinking with new evidence.

The student’s judgments are rigid and unyielding.  S/he insists that rules and regulations are the basis with which to judge behavior even when the rule may not be appropriate (e.g., due to extenuating circumstances).  S/he believes in harsh punishment of offenders.

The student judges situations based on 

whether or not the outcome benefits her or him. S/he lacks a sense of responsibility to others in making judgments.

	The student is able to recognize and analyze the tension in the Honor Principle between individual rights and

those of the community.
	The student can identify instances in which the existence of individual rights may conflict with the rights of the community as a whole. Individual rights may refer either to legal rights or rights that could be argued to belong to in individual (e.g., free speech, free press, parking space on campus close to the residence hall).  The student is able to analyze, by considering evidence and formulating a balanced judgment, the impact of exerting these individual rights on the welfare of the community as a whole.  

  
	The student understands her/his obligation to follow stated rules and perceives the importance of norms (understood, unstated rules). S/he makes a careful value judgment about whether norms should be followed.    
	The student understands her/his

obligations to follow stated rules, but does not acknowledge the need to behave in a manner 

that conforms to community  norms and unstated rules, even if s/he sees them as being appropriate.
	The student judges situations based on 

whether or not the outcome benefits her or him and lacks a sense of responsibility to 

others in making judgments.

	The student approaches others directly and tactfully when encountering a problem bearing on the Honor Principle.
	The student is calm and assertive in the confrontation process.  S/he is not judgmental and listens sincerely to the explanation of her peer.  
	The student is willing to confront her/his peers, although with hesitation.
	The student confronts in a judgmental and accusatory manner and may have shared information about the incident with others.
	The student fails to directly approach the person and spreads rumors about the individual instead.  The student is aggressive: angry, rude, uses a loud voice, approaches the person in question with a predetermined judgment.
